This year’s highlight at the London Rolling Film Festival is a captivating panel discussion led by 
renowned filmmaker Robbie Moffat. Joining our host Rachele Fregonese, Moffat will provide 
insights into the intricate processes behind filmmaking and the journey from concept to screen. The 
discussion will also cover the dynamic world of film distribution and TV production on a global 
scale. This is a unique opportunity to hear from a multifaceted industry expert about the ever-
evolving landscape of cinema. The panel will be followed by a Q&A session.

The London Rolling Film Festival will feature 13 awards judged by a panel of industry 
professionals with expertise in various aspects of filmmaking. Among the awards is the "Kimberley 
Marren Recognition Award,” sponsored by The Fan Carpet. This award honours the memory of the 
beloved actress and model, celebrating those in the industry who work tirelessly behind the scenes 
and often do not receive the recognition they deserve.

Hosted at the prestigious VUE cinema Piccadilly, attendees can expect an unforgettable two days 
filled with screenings, discussions, networking opportunities, and an awards ceremony honouring 
outstanding contributions to the world of filmmaking.
